Judging/Marking Guidelines

Participants will be judged according to the following criteria, using listed scale for the

following 3 categories, for a total score of 100. 

Musicality and artistry: (40 Marks)

Ability to demonstrate an appropriate understanding of the musical aspects of performance. Be

able to demonstrate an understanding of the style of the chosen repertoire and attention to

details such as articulations, dynamics, touch and shaping.

Technical mastery: (40 Marks)

Ability to comfortably navigate the technical challenges of the literature. Performance should be

free of major note or fingering errors and be able to utilize an appropriate tempo and, when

required, clean pedalling. 

Stage presence: (20 Marks)

Ability to demonstrate a high level of professionalism throughout their performance, displaying

both confidence as well as charisma. This includes appropriate performance attire.
